ART REFLECTIONS
ON PAPER

The trace of papyrus goes back about five
thousand years. The Eqyptians wrote and drew
on it. According to the findings, the paper we
use today originates from China around 200
BC. Until the third century, the secret of the
art of making paper was related to China, and
then it gradually spread to the east and west.
In the year 715, a Chinese caravan with paper
and craftsmen was captured during the war.
The daily use of paper came in the 15th centu-
ry with Gutenberg. It is suitable for writing of
any kind, very appreciated for postmodernist
reflections as outlines of imagination and ar-
tistic thought.

The preparation of the 3rd INTERNA-
TIONAL BIENNIAL OF WORKS ON PAPER
took place in the midst of the corona virus
pandemic, which did not destroy its vitality.
Globalization with pronounced marketing
tendencies has not made senseless the charm
of such an artistic event and it is commendable
that Prijedor - Kozara Museum, through the
organization of the Biennial, revives tradition
by connecting it with the modern expression
of wider spaces. The competition received 223
works from 126 authors from 21 countries,
and 172 works were selected for exhibition.
The jury worked in full agreement in evalua-
tion the works. With the aim of contributing
to a normal psychic life and communication
through indisputable values, the exhibition
united the artistic potentials arrived from var-
ious meridians and cultural milieus. Photog-

gory, as it was in the propositions of previous
ones, because it was considered for being “too
loud” in relation to other segments.

Drawing and printmaking are predom-
inantly present, and it has been shown that
predefined small format and paper as a vehicle
are more suitable for a simplified art space and
pictorial arabesque. It is noticeable that the se-
lected works are characterized by the absence
of illustrativeness and literary attributes, and
lines, surfaces and tones establish an inner
meaning. Particular objects are displaced,
thus acquiring the properties of signs and
symbols. The color map is muted and the lines
build an artistically attractive fabric. Inspired
creators reduce redundant descriptive details
and add elements that, together with the ex-
isting one, result in a very powerful work of
art. The creative dimension of the Biennial was
achieved with a wealth of approaches, expres-
sions and techniques, so by a parallel insight
into the wider production and presentation of
works of art, the harmonization of diversity
and complementarity of individual identities
is reached. It can be said that the works are
not adventitious records that require further
finishing process, but complete works in a
small format. Artists of original works resist
the onslaught of the aggressive creative indus-
try, while the dominant technological space
makes the criteria for the assessment of artis-
tic creation networked and raises questions of
self-sustainability. The personal poetics of the
contemporary creator gives an indelible mark,
and the multitude of such poetics contributes
to overcoming various problems related to
the valorization of the work in the modernist

spiritual space and practice. Whether inspired
by fullness or emptiness, by deconstruction or
construcion of object, the convincing reflec-
tions of recognizable authors as well as young
ones, enable tangible contemplation. The small
format by itself indicates intimacy, relaxation,
ease of expression and multi-layered work. The
kind gesture of a large number of participants
to donate works for the permanent collection of
the Museum, supported its effort to systemat-
ically and dedicatedly professionally preserve
the cartography of time and wider spaces.
First phase of the Jury's work, selection of
the submitted works for the competition was
easier than the next - awarding of prizes to
the participants. Three equal awards and five
honorable mentions were given. Maria Lu-
isa Estrada Sdnchez's print, “Guardidnas”
effectively illuminate the night: a typically
Mexican visual experience. On traditionally
dressed female figures, white lines describe
the shapes that emerge from the black sur-
face. Lijubomir Stahov's watercolored drawing
“From nature 2” corresponds to his recogniz-
able sculptural expression that manipulates
the shape of the plant world. Jorge Noguez
Hererra’'s print, “Maniqui”, realised in the
technique of drypoint, show a surreal figure
in a deeper social context. The five honor-
ably mentioned participants also stand out
with their artistic identity, promote different
types and approaches, and refresh the setting
of the Biennial. Zoran Banovi¢ with linocut
“Echo”, skillfully plays with the tide of color
lines, while Biljana Gavranovi¢ combines dy-
namic arabesques from linear graphics to a
wide stroke with the drawing “Pelt 1”. Female

Cvetka Hojnik’s monochrome
black painting, “The Darker Side of the Moon
1/20” in the category of mixed media, with a
completely reduced color map and form, em-
phasizes othertemporality and otherworldli-
ness as an enigmatic area inspiring for artis-
ticly - thoughtful reflections.

Researching approach, cultural tradition,
new technical-technological possibilities and
confrontation of opinions shown in the works
of the 3rd International Biennial of Paper
Works enable the sublimation of experiences.
Various artistic discourses, displaced concrete-
ly and fluidly from the place of origin, gath-
ered in one place where they approach, overlap
and fold, have a healing effect at a time when
the whole world is in a great spasm. The re-
sponse of authors from various meridians and
the quality of works certainly contribute to the
further branding of the art event on the map
of recognizable points of contemporary art ex-
pression.

The Kozara Museum, with its good organi-
zation, exhibition and accompanying catalog,
emphasizes the visualization of personal artis-
tic states and experiences for the benefit and
joy of all actors.
